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- Maintain flexibility - Scheduled activities are subject to change due to various factors so
maintaining a spirit of flexibility allows you to be open to any changes God may have for
your team.

- Care - serving on a short-term mission trip is a great way to serve and care for our
long-term missionaries. Offering to cook a meal, watching their children so they can go out,
cleaning, game nights, etc,, are all great ways to care for our missionaries on the field.

- Show Up - Be present for all pre-trip and post-trip meetings as well as all in-country
activities. We want you to make the most of your time as you engage the nations with the
hope of the gospel.
